• Born in New York City in 1935 

 
• Entered the Sisters of Charity of New York at Mount Saint Vincent-on-Hudson, September 8, 

1953, and received the religious name of Sister Marita James 

 
• Has spent her entire religious life in the field of education 

 
• Taught several grades, including first grade, in St. Anthony’s School, Bronx (1956-1963) 

 
• Was among the group of Sisters sent to open Trinity High School, Shiremanstown, PA (1963-

1970), where she taught English 

 
• Was appointed Formation Director for the Sisters of Charity (in charge of preparing new 

members), and taught at Cardinal Spellman High School and St. Raymond’s Academy in the 

Bronx (1970-1975) 

 
• Was sent to the Sisters of Charity mission in The Bahamas to teach in St. Augustine’s College, 

Nassau (1975-1987), where she became Deputy Headmistress 
 

• Back in New York, served as Admissions Counselor at the College of Mount Saint Vincent 
(1987-1989) and moved into a Sisters of Charity residence on campus  
where she currently lives 
 

• Served as Assistant Principal at St. Catharine Academy, and then Principal of  
St. Barnabas High School, both in the Bronx, for 8 years (1989-1997) 
 

• Currently Campus Minister and Religion teacher at Notre Dame High School  

in Manhattan
